1.  Please read Ephesians 4:25. What do you believe it means to putt of falsehood and speak truthfully to our neighbor? How would you define falsehood? How would you define neighbor? How does these concepts relate to life in the church? 
2. Please read Ephesians 4:26. What do you think this passage means by the phrase, “Do not let the sun go down while you are still angry”? Why is it difficult for us to discuss our anger with those we are angry with? What steps can you take to get better at this? What are some ways to communicate our anger in a healthy manner? How can we do this in church if someone angers us?

3. Please read Ephesians 4:27. What do you think this passage of scripture means by the phrase, “Do not let the devil get a foothold”? What does giving the devil a foothold look like? In what ways can we give the devil a foothold in our church life?

4. Please read verse 29. What is unwholesome talk? How can we build up others with our talk? Why is how we talk so important in the Body of Christ?
5. Please read 4:31. What types of events in church could cause bitterness and rage? Have you ever been hurt by the church? How can we help those who have been hurt by the church?

6. Please read 4:32. How would you define forgiveness? Do you have someone you need to forgive? What tangible ways can we express forgiveness toward each other in the family of God? 

7. Please pray for what took place on commitment Sunday. Please pray for our church and our potential new church building.
