Luke 19:45-48
1. What if everything you believed is wrong? How would you respond to finding out the truth?
2. Read Luke 19:45. What is Jesus’ overall emotion? If Jesus were here with us today in bodily form, what emotions do you think he would feel as he enters Aspen Grove Community Church?

3. Why do you believe Jesus was outraged at the temple becoming a market place? If you were there with Jesus, what would have been your reaction to witnessing the rage Jesus expresses toward what was taking place in the temple?
4. How do feel about what was taking place at the temple? Is there, if any, modern equivalents of this practice in the evangelical subculture? 
5. Scott spoke of two scriptures that informed Jesus’ understanding of proper temple worship. Please read Isaiah 56:1-11 and Jeremiah 7:1-11. 

Hint: Justice and reform.

6. How would you define Justice? What does just worship look like? How does just worship look in the life of our church?
7. How would you define reform? What does reform in worship look like? How does worship that reforms every aspect of our being look like? 
8. During this lent season, how are we going to pursue justice and reform in worship? Please pray about it as a home group?
