1. How would you define conflict?
2. Why do conflict and salvation go hand-in-hand? Recall when you were saved. Was conflict present, either in your personally or in those around you? 

2. Please read Luke 22:1-5. What conflict do you see here? What is going on? Would factors led to Judas betraying Jesus? 
3. Please read Luke 22:7-23. What is the Passover celebration? Why is it significant?  What do you believe Jesus is telling his disciples here? Why is this significant for you?


Exp: The Passover, in the Jewish tradition, celebrates God victory and the Israelites salvation from the Egyptians. They used this celebration to remind Israel that God is a saving God. The Israelites also believed that God would save a people like them in the future. In other words, Jesus is telling his disciples that He is God’s deliverer and will provide salvation for those who follow Him. He is that new hope!

4. Please read Luke 22:24-30. Why are the disciples arguing who is the greatest disciple? What in us makes us desire to be the greatest?
5. Please read Luke 22:31-34. Jesus knew Peter would betray him. What would make Peter deny Jesus? What would make someone deny Jesus?

6. Please read Luke 22:35-36. Why do you believe Jesus told his disciples to buy a sword? Why do you believe the world hates the cause of Christ? Have you ever been persecuted for your faith?
7. Please pray for each other during this Easter week. Please pray about the Good Friday service, our Sunday morning service, and who you can invite.
