Luke 24 
1. If you were one of the disciples on the first Easter morning, what would you have thought? What would you have felt?

2. Please read Luke 24:13-14. What were the disciples doing? Why were they going back to Emmaus? If you were one the disciples in the first century, would you have been traveling back to Emmaus here?


Hint: The disciples were heading back to Jerusalem because they were did not know what to make of Jesus being crucified, and they did not believe the testimony of the women earlier in this passage. They were down, and as Scott said, “They were dwelling on bad news.”
3. Please read Luke 24:15-17a. What is going on here? Who is the visitor that asks them a question? Have you ever been like the disciples in this passage?

Hint: The visitor is Jesus. The disciples were so caught up in what they perceived to be their problems that they did not even recognize Jesus. How odd. Here is the question, though: How you ever been so caught up in some dire circumstance that you could not recognize Jesus is there walking with you?
4. Read Luke 24:17b-24. What is going on here? Why don’t the travelers believe the women who saw Jesus’ tomb empty? Why do you think there is so much doubt in this passage? Have you ever had similar doubts to those of the travelers?

Hint: Scott pointed out that they travelers seemed to lack hope: they were so beaten, so downtrodden, that they could not recognize the larger picture of God’s plan. 

5. Please read Luke 24:25. What does Jesus do here? Why do you believe he responds in this way?

Hint: I believe that Jesus may have believed it should have been evident to the travelers that He was going to suffer. Isa 52:13-15 does attest to this. The problem here is that Jesus’ death and subsequent resurrection was not at all how the Jews picture their Messiah—they wanted a mighty king, not a suffering servant; they wanted their Messiah to squash their enemies, not love them; and they wanted their Messiah to usher in a physical kingdom, not a spiritual one. Here is the real question for all of us: At what times do we have false expectations of Jesus, which result in us not recognizing his work in us?
6. Are there any similarities between your faith and the faith of the travelers? How so? What is not similar?
7. Take some time to discuss with you group the impact this Easter season has had on you.
